
Name and/or Gender Marker Change

Step 1. 

• Go to www.courts.oregon.gov/jackson.
• Scroll to lower left of screen.
• Click self help forms.
• Goto Local v Statewide forms
• Click civil forms (third line down)
• Click name and sex change packet, and choose adult or minor

Once completing the items above, fill out the form and bring to Jackson County Circuit Court located 

at, 100 S. Oakdale, Medford Oregon 97504 

- Phone number(541) 776-7171 extension 584.
- Minors have a 14 day waiting period before having a hearing in front of a judge.
- Adults can have a hearing in front of a judge that day or the next day.
- Filing for both name and sex change is $124.00
- Once the judge approves the change(s), take the form he/she gives you back to the clerk and

pay $5.50 per copy to get your documents confirming your new name/gender.

Step 2. 

- Once approved by a judge, it is now possible to change your drivers license.

All you will need to do is take the paperwork proving that your name and gender has legally been 
changed to local DMV and they will initiate a new drivers license or identification card. 

- License:$26.00
- Identification Card: $39.99

- Notify utilities of change including name and/or gender change.

Step 4. 

Change name and gender at Federal level at Social Security office. 

- Bring drivers license or passport with updated information and new amended birth certificate or
court order recognizing new name/gender

- Letter from medical provider citing appropriate clinical treatment for gender transition.
- Complete an "application for social security card" take all to local ss office.

Step 5. Final step 

- Contact Birth and Vital records in state you were born in to find out what documentation you

need to submit paperwork and information to.
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
