How it Works 
1. Placement: Place the "hat" inside the toilet bowl, resting on the rim, before you go.
2. Collection: Defecate into the hat, aiming for a sufficient amount (often a few spoonfuls).
3. Transfer: Use the provided pipette, spoon, or wood stick to transfer the sample into the correct collection container. Seal the container. *For the Orange and Black lid Vials; Fill to the ‘Fill’ Line, Seal lid, and Mix well.
4. Disposal: Discard the hat, gloves, and pipette or stick 
5. Label ALL container(s) with Patient’s Full Name, Date of Birth, Collection DATE & TIME.
6. Storage/Transport: Store container(s) in a biohazard bag and at the designated temperature; Frozen or Room Temperature.
7. Return to the Clinic within 24 hours after collection: Place the bagged samples into the large brown bag and return to the clinic within 24 hours after collection.
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
